Advanced Placement French Language : 2007-2008

This syllabus is mostly in English so that members of the school district will be able to review it easily. The chapter outline includes culture topics, summary and synthesis activities related to each chapter theme as well as enrichment Culture selections in history and literature. Please do not hesitate to contact me for further explanation or oral translation of those topics.

I have not translated verbs and certain grammatical concepts. For those who do not know French it is difficult to translate these concepts without detailed explanation. It serves no purpose to translate  verbs, which are grouped differently in different languages for different reasons. If, however, such clarifications are required, I will provide them upon request.
A daily calendar of assignments follows the outline. The calendars are in French as they are what the student receives. A glossary of terms follows.

FRENCH LANGUAGE

Students who enroll in AP French Language already have a good command of French grammar and vocabulary. They have competence in listening, reading, writing, speaking, and writing. The students are in the final stages of their secondary school training and have had substantial course work in the language. Students are encouraged but not required to take the AP exam. All are urged to take their individual college placement exams.

The Course
The course emphasizes the use of language for active communication and helps students develop the following:
A.   the ability to understand spoken French in various contexts.

B.   a French vocabulary sufficiently ample for reading newspapers and magazine articles, literary 
               texts, and other non-technical writings without dependence on a dictionary; and,
C.   the ability to express themselves coherently, resourcefully, and with reasonable fluency and 
       accuracy in both written and spoken French.

D.      Course content reflects intellectual interests shared by the students and teacher. Materials 
                 include audio and video recordings, films, and newspaper and magazine articles.

E.   The course seeks to develop language skills (reading, writing, listening and speaking) that can   

       be used in various activities and disciplines rather that to cover any specific body of subject   

       matter. 
F.      Extensive training in the organization and writing of compositions is emphasized.

Curricular Requirements overlap some of the above course description

A.   The teacher uses French almost exclusively in class and encourages students to do likewise. 

B.   The course provides students with a learning experience equivalent to that of a third-year   

       college course in French language. Instructional materials, activities, assignments, and  

       assessments are appropriate to this level. 

C.   Instructional materials include a variety of authentic audio and/or video recordings that develop  

              students' listening abilities. 

D.   Instructional materials include authentic written texts such as newspaper and magazine articles,   

                literary texts, and other non-technical writings that develop students' reading abilities. 

E.   The course provides students with regular opportunities, in class or in a language laboratory, to 
         develop their speaking skills in a variety of settings, types of discourse, and topics. 

F.   The course provides instruction and frequent opportunities to write a variety of compositions in   

               French. 

G.          The course provides frequent opportunities for students to integrate the four language skills 
       through the use of authentic materials. 

Resource Requirements
A.   The school ensures that each student has a copy of the written course materials for individual   

       use inside and outside of the classroom. 

B.   The school provides audio and video equipment and materials that facilitate significant speaking  

       and listening practice for the students throughout the course. This equipment includes    

       cassette/compact disc players, and video or DVD players or computers.

	What makes this college-level textbook a useful tool for an AP French Language course is its communicative approach. The written dialogue in each lesson is complemented by a recording on CD-ROM that can be used for reading, listening, and role-play. The list of Expressions utiles is followed by a good variety of interesting, communicative, and interactive activities. The "INTERACTIONS" section not only provides ideas for oral and written paired activities that simulate real-world situations, but also often elicits problem-solving skills, such as working out a compromise, from students.

The textbook integrates communication, grammar, culture, and literature in 10 theme-based chapters. Each chapter is subdivided into three function-based lessons. Each lesson is preceded by a grammar review and includes a grammar section with notes and exercises, as well as short synopses of cultural facts.

Another useful aspect of the textbook is its step-by-step approach to the writing process. The first lesson of each chapter ends with a préparation for a composition, such as making lists of similarities and differences for two favorite restaurants. The second and third lessons lead students toward a rough draft and a final draft. The topics suggest different types of writing: descriptive, narrative, creative, and argumentative.

In addition, excerpts from literary works by such authors as Maryse Condé, Jacques Godbout, Mariama Bâ and St Exupéry -- who together are representative of Guadeloupe, Québec, Africa, and France -- introduce students to writers from various French-speaking regions.

A teacher-friendly Instructor's Annotated Textbook features scoring rubrics for speaking and writing assessments similar to the ones used for the AP French Language readings. It also includes a myriad of suggested teaching strategies, games, and useful tips and techniques appropriately placed in the margins of the pages. Objectives and links with the National Standards appear in the preface.

Ancillary material includes: a lab manual accompanied by six CD-ROMs and a teacher's key; a companion Web site with online quizzes and up-to-date Internet activities; and a video featuring informative and current cultural topics. Système-D, a writing assistant software program, is available to help students create and edit their own work. A test bank on CD-ROM is also provided.

	Abstract/Summary:
	This workbook not only gives AP French Language students the opportunity to practice the skills they need to successfully pass the AP Exam, but also familiarizes them with the format of the exam. Except for the fill-the-blank portion, which asks students to write their answers in the right margin of the answer sheet, the visual and structural presentation of the exercises is very similar to the actual AP Exam.

This useful and comprehensive review material includes a softcover student edition, a teacher's guide, and a set of cassettes. The student workbook is divided into four sections corresponding to the four parts of the AP French Language Exam: listening, reading, writing, and speaking.

The listening part is presented first as a series of rejoinders, then secondly as longer dialogues and interviews; both parts require students to select the appropriate answer in a multiple-choice format. Both the recording and narrations are of very good quality.

The reading comprehension section comes in the same format and comprises 40 passages from authors such as Zola, Cocteau, and Sarraute, as well as a few selections from Reader's Digest. The level of difficulty challenges students and tests their ability to infer and use other important reading strategies.

The writing section starts with 40 separate paragraphs for which students must fill in the blank with the correct function word; 40 paragraphs for which students must fill in the blank with the correct form and tense of the infinitive verb provided; and 66 composition topics.

The speaking section includes a directed response part where students practice answering questions in 20 seconds. It is followed by 16 sets of picture sequences. The questions that students must answer based on the pictures are not printed in the student edition but are found in a special booklet accompanying the teacher's guide. 

An introduction titled "To the Students" gives helpful test-taking suggestions for each one of the fours skills tested on the AP Exam. A thematic vocabulary section (e.g., le crime), a list of colorful vocabulary (e.g., avoir un succès boeuf), a short list of transition words, and a brief grammar review (e.g., "verbs followed by de + infinitive") complete the student edition.

	Abstract/Summary:
	Accompanied by three audio CDs, this soft cover manual includes two complete practice exams. It provides general information, such as what can be found in the College Board's AP guide, along with many detailed, practical study tips and explicit test-taking strategies for the four components of the exam: listening, reading, writing, and speaking.

In the section outlining strategies for listening comprehension, the author offers synopses and historical overviews of the movies La Gloire de mon Père, Le Château de ma Mère, and Uranus. Each of these is accompanied by an extensive set of questions, answers, essay and discussion topics, and a vocabulary list. A recorded audio portion includes 75 exchanges where students must choose from four possible rejoinders, as well as 23 recorded dialogues with multiple-choice questions and answers. This practice section is enhanced by a list of listening vocabulary.

The section outlining strategies for reading follows College Board guidelines and offers tips. For example, "Skim through the questions quickly. Underline key words in the questions" (p. 82). Sixteen pages are devoted to specific reading strategies that are explained and illustrated by examples, such as "Can we infer meaning from key sentences?" (p. 91). A total of 14 reading passages from literary works (e.g., Les Lettres Persanes), magazines (e.g., L'Express), newspapers (e.g., Le Figaro) give students a true representation of the types of readings they will encounter on the AP Examination. Answers are not only provided, but also explained.

Similarly, the section outlining strategies for writing offers many useful tips for each of the three writing components on the AP French Language Examination: function word fill-ins, verb fill-ins, and the essay. In the essay strategy section, students are advised to "[m]ake sure to underline the key words in the subject in order to organize your ideas" (p. 145), for example. Sample essays, scoring criteria, a unit on common mistakes, and a chapter on grammar make this a worthy review of all aspects of writing.


The book gives students and teachers a wealth of information on how to prepare for the speaking part of the AP Exam. Fourteen picture sequences and nine "compare and contrast pictures" (with the questions recorded on the CD) allow students to practice speaking according to the format used on the actual examination.

What makes this manual a valuable resource is the fact that it successfully combines essential background information, strategies for practicing the four skills tested on the AP French Language Exam, a wide sampling of practice exercises (in correct and idiomatic French), and complete practice examinations with answer keys and explanations. The manual can be used in a classroom setting or by motivated students looking for additional practice. The manual, regardless of how it is used, not only gives students the opportunity to learn and practice the skills they need to successfully pass the AP Exam, but also familiarizes them with the format of the exam itself.

Grading Criteria

The academic year is divided into two semesters and six 6-weeks grading periods. The first semester incorporates mid-term exams into a 6-weeks, the second adds a week due to a full week of required testing by the state. Numerical grades are given on report cards.  The report card grade for Advanced Placement French Language breaks down as follows:


25%   rédactions (essays)


 10 %  homework, including précisions (quizzes)

 10 %  use of French in class activities


20%   MEC (vocabulary notebook)           10 %  use of French outside of class activities

rédactions: see class activities, writing below

chapter exams: The testing program accompanying the adopted textbook *(description above) is used for evaluation. There are two versions of each exam. One is given as a chapter review, the other as a graded exam.

MEC/Mots En Contexte is vocabulary notebooks for class and personal words. Each grading period students write 25 sentences using the class words first. The sentences must explain the meaning of the word without using a definition, synonym/antonym or proper noun. In addition, for each 6-weeks grading period, students must expand their list of words – but never the sentences, by interspersing their words with the class words. 

homework/précisions: Homework is expected to be on time and complete. Students receive one homework credit is for each activity .For each assignment, the teacher chooses several questions from each activity based on relative importance and/or difficulty. The students write their answers, which the teacher grades as a quiz. Only difficult assignments are reviewed in their entirety.

use of French: is self-explanatory

First semester exam: This is a practice AP exam. Students must take this exam, which counts as 25% of the semester grade.

Second semester exam: For those who do not take the AP exam, it is the entire free-response section of the current exam.


Daily Class Activities

SPEAKING activities are the focus of the class. Students complete textbook activities orally, entirely in French and in pairs or in small groups as suggested by the textbook. Students may not write answers and are limited in time. Dictionary use is discouraged. During these activities, the teacher circulates in the classroom to monitor the students. At the conclusion of each activity, student volunteers may quickly verify answers or the teacher may opt to select students. The variety pf activities  includes: long or short answers to questions, discrete or opened ended responses, dialogs, discussion questions, opinions and hypotheses, among others.  
At the end of each chapter, students submit a recording using one of the chapter synthesis activities as a topic. Students record outside of class for a minimum of two minutes. The may not use notes or dictionaries. The teacher uses the AP rubric for speaking.

WRITING activities generally come from the workbook that complements the textbook. Students complete most writing activities outside of class. Specific assignments are determined by the students’ level of mastery of a given concept. Students may complete activities in their entirety, partially or not all at depending on teacher observation of their level of mastery. The class may review the workbook activities or take a “précision” (quiz), where students turn in written answers to designated questions. 
 
Essays: Assigned essays are from the “personal dossier” sections or the synthesis activities in the textbook at the end of each chapter or, the workbook. They must have a minimum number of words (excluding articles and preposition) that increases; beginning at 50-75 words and ending at 250 (All AP topic essays must have a minimum of 250 words.). The teacher corrects the essays using a correction code. Students must rewrite the essays incorporating the suggested corrections. As time allows, the students may chose to rewrite the essays up to two more times for a maximum raise in grade of 10 and then 5, more points


Each essay takes students through the writing process directing them to write a specific type of paper (personal narrative, descriptive, argumentative, etc.). There is a choice of topics relating to chapter material. Students have a brainstorming activity, then go through the process of writing a first draft. They receive additional hints and suggestions for writing a second draft with a list of useful new expression to incorporate. The final revision section asks students to reread the paper, making changes to reflect still other suggestions. The end result is what the students hand in to the teacher as their “first draft”

READING activities are completely in French. Most are in the textbook and include cultural and historical information as well as excerpts of various literary genres including, but not limited to poetry, short stories, plays, non-fiction, magazine and newspaper articles. There are pre- and post-reading activities for each selection
LISTENING activities are in the student workbook/lab manual at the end of each chapter in the text. Students complete and verify these activities in class. The activities are conducted entirely in French and are of many types, including but mot limited to: dialogs, advertisements, news reports and radio broadcasts, drama. 
        As part of the chapter synthesis, students view the video accompanying the text and complete the subsequent activities, orally and in class. 

Movies: A list of possible full-length feature films is below. They are in French with English subtitles. This is in line with the research results of a recent article in the French Review, which found that students had better listening comprehension after viewing films with English subtitles than viewing films in French alone. The class before the AP exam, the students watch the Disney version of Beauty and the Beast, unsubtitled, to relax them and get them in a good “French” mind-set.
WARM-UPS are from Barron’s How to Prepare for the AP French Language Exam. Students complete reading and listening activities as well as learn strategies for success in these activities.
AP practice 
General practice is not limited to a certain time period but interspersed with the textbook program as time allows. The usual source of material is Barron’s How to Prepare for the AP French Language Exam. We practice all language skills as per the Abstract/Summary above.
Intense practice is during the 6-week period between Spring Break and the exam date itself. At this time, the source of material is AP French: Preparing for the Language Examination. The entire class period is devoted to practicing all aspects of the AP French Language Exam in the exact format of the exam. Listening (rejoinders and passages), reading, and both types of fill-ins are part of every class and practiced as per the Abstract/Summary above. Each week, one out-of-class free response essay with fill-ins plus one speaking section, both from a past AP exam, are required. The grading criteria are the most recent AP rubrics for each section. I found that by doing this intensive practice, the listening and reading scores improve dramatically.

essays: from past AP exams, including the free-response fill-ins. Th students are not required to 

              rewrite them but have the option to do so. The teacher grades with the latest AP rubric.
recordings: from the same exam as the essay. The teacher also grades with the latest AP rubric.
AP practice: includes randomly chosen daily activities and a practice AP exam

Format of a typical “AP practice class”
We complete and check each section during one block period. After each section, the teacher asks for a show of hands to see how many students got how many questions correct. Several times during the practice, with no prior announcement, the students hand in their answers before we check them, I count this as a grade.

· Fill-ins: One set of 15 functions words, and one set of verbs begins the class so the student can get to work as soon as they enter the room. They have 15 minutes to complete them. 
· Rejoinders: We start with 5 (½ of a series), then do 10. When we do two complete series, we do not do any passages.
· Passages: We usually do two. When we do four, we do not have time for rejoinders.
· Reading: We start with two, then try to do three. The students are timed – they have the same number of minutes to read and answer the questions as the number of questions that are given. For example, if there are 8 questions they have 8 minutes.
During the class right before the AP exam, we watch Disney’s Beauty and the Beast in French, no subtitles.
In order to concentrate on the AP exam, the only homework is the free-response section of past exams.
A note about the calendars

· The high schools in the district use an A/B block schedule. At this time, we do not know on which day AP French Language will be held. The calendar assumes that the class will meet on “A” day. If it should be held on “B day, the calendar and assignments will be adjusted accordingly.
· On the calendars, the various components of the AP practice are as follows

Fill-ins:  function words = G for “grammar”; V = verbs

Rejoinders: R
Passages: D for “dialogs”

Reading: L for lectures (“reading” in French)

After the AP Exam

After the French Language Exam, students will be involved in other AP testing. At times, every student will be in class, at other times, no one will be. To allow for this circumstance, the students will read Le Petit Prince and along with activities from the accompanying workbook. At the end of the reading, students will write a paper in which they create their own planet. They must also provide an illustration. To conclude, students will present their illustrations and planets to the class.
