Monsieur Frasier and Madame Cotter would really like you to participate in this year’s Symposium! We need students with excellent pronunciation who are willing to work after school with us to prepare for state level prizes and recognition. We think you are one of those students!


The Texas French Symposium is the only TEA approved state level French competition, held once a year in various cities across the state of Texas. Up to 1200 students of French from as many as 60 schools participate. The Texas Education Agency recognizes the French Symposium as being on the same level as UIL competition. The Symposium combines district, regional, area and state awards into one spirited and rewarding weekend.


Students compete against others in the same level of study: 1, 2, 3, etc. They may prepare in many categories: memorized poetry, prepared prose, sight-read prose, guided speaking, solo and group dramatic interpretation, vocal and instrumental music, art and more. The teachers choose the individual categories for the students based on their experience with them. The teachers and Advanced Placement students work with all participants to assure ample preparation. In fact, we provide students with cassette copies of their pieces so they can practice at home but - it is up to the individual student to follow through! 

To participate, a student needs to

· choose and duplicate pieces before Christmas Break!  We will begin right after Thanksgiving.

· come to individual  practice! To begin in January, right after the break. At least 6 required!
· pay the $25 registration NOW -by Monday, November 1st, for the ‘usual paperwork’ 
 BUT, it includes dinner on Saturday night  - so we can get together before picking up all our awards!)

· return the signed Symposium agreement and RRHS contract forms by Friday, Nov. 7th 
· pay up to $25 later for a hotel room on Friday night. FYI: This amount will depend on the number of sponsors we get. You may not have to pay anything! In 2004 it was $0.00.

· bring money for food on Friday and Saturday. (Saturday’s dinner is part of the  fee paid
