Allez, viens ! review sheets, level 2 – chapters 1-8

               The first paragraph info is basically same as for the level 1 review.

I made these for semester exam review sheets but they could also be used for the individual chapters.  I found that if they had worksheets, they’d do the work with less complaining. They’re from the ’96 edition that we used from ’98 to ’05. When we reviewed texts in ’05, the newer edition didn’t look that much different so I think they’re still useable. All I did was make worksheets out of the chapter reviews in the text book.  I alphabetized the vocab so they had to think at least a little! If I did these again, I’d go through the chapters page by page to add all of the vocab and expressions as well as include the verbs.  Originally, I thought those pages at the end of the chapters had everything – but they don’t. When I saw that the vocab had to go on two pages (I wanted to leave enough room for the kids to write), I did leave space for extra stuff  I occasionally added more vocab but it depended on the class, so I left it off the worksheets so that they’d be the same from year to year. I had to put all of them in one document in order to get it on my web site. I couldn’t figure out how to add a folder with the individual chapters as files.
Specific to level 2

We divided level 2 into “regular” and “enhanced”. In ‘94-‘95 the state wanted all students to take 3 years of FL to graduate (they immediately pulled back to 2 years and then even allowed some “exceptions”.). As department chair I knew that if we didn’t divide levels 2 and 3, we would have problems. In ’89, level 3 was accepted as “honors” by the state so all we had to do was create a “regular” 3. We did that for one year in French. We’d get around 10-12 for regular and 35 or so for honors (which became preAP). Rather than have one huge class and one very small class (not to mention two preps), we opted to make it all preAP. We reasoned that it was the level of the work, not the label of the class that was the deciding factor.  We rarely lost a student because of it (I want to say we never lost one, but can’t be sure.) and all did reasonably well as long as they did the work.


We kept the level 2 division hoping that this would give the “terminal two’s” a chance to meet the graduation requirement. It worked out very well and with Allez, viens! there were enough activities to give each group what they needed while teaching them the same objectives. I was adamant about this. I didn’t want 2e to merely cover more material; I wanted them to cover it in a different way. This was mainly because the Spanish teachers saw this as an opportunity to cover twice as much in 2e. I didn’t want the 2e students to be “punished” by giving them more work; I wanted the work to be more appropriate. I also wanted the 2r students to have the opportunity to switch to preAP 3 and then AP 4 and 5. I felt that if they covered a lot less material this couldn’t happen. The district felt the same way. An interesting note is that at least ½ of the French 2r students continued to preAP3 and beyond. Spanish was a different circumstance as they were able to maintain a regular and enhanced level 3. 

The district initially allowed honors credit for 2e equal to an approximate 10-point grade boost on the report card.  A new set of central office personnel took it away. They didn’t agree with us that the students earned it. We had to come up with a non-honors title and settled on “enhanced”. I believe that 2r and 2e French are now combined at my former school and don’t know if the curriculum differentiation is still in effect.

In 2e, we did chapters 1-5 during the 1st semester and 6-10 the 2nd on an A/B block. Sometimes we were able to skim through chapter 11.  For semester review, depending on the time we had, I made transparencies of the worksheets and we’d go over them in class. Very boring! So I switched to using the testing program on the old diskettes. I‘d made class sets of a couple of chapters one time for level 1 when I had to go to jury duty and didn’t know exactly when I’d be called.  I thought that would be easy for a sub who, of course, wouldn’t know any French and the kids would be less likely to complain of  ”busy work”. For review, we did the listening, reading and culture. I found that doing this gave them confidence to take the exam – which was worth 25% of their semester grade according to district policy. I could see relief as we quickly reviewed the answers especially in the faces of the weaker students. Most of the exam grades were ±2 points of the report card grades before the exam so I though this was a good idea. They completed the worksheets in the time we had left in class and for homework.
In 2r we covered 4 chapters per semester on the A/B block system. I originally tried very hard to keep to the same number of chapters as 2e but just couldn’t do it. We ended the year with the formation of the imparfait in chapter 8 and those who continued with French didn’t seem to have any problems. As Allez, viens! had a set of 3 chapters on France and the 4th on a francophone country, this division worked out well.
 
The main thing I did differently was to create separate chapter and semester exams for them. 2e had no problem with what came from the publisher. 2r did – the writing killed them! (FYI: for writing, I made up a prompt based on the overall chapter and gave them guidelines, with the prompt, in advance. For speaking, I often used the transparencies that came from the chapter, they had to blindly pick one of them, had 2 minutes to think about it w/o materials, and then speak to me. ) I used the test bank on diskette for them and their exams were what 2e used for review. To review listening, reading and culture in 2r, I used the publisher exams that I gave in 2e! Of course I made them look different – colored paper does wonders…For the mid-term and final exams I took sections from each of the chapter exams, one listening from chapters 1-4 for the midterm, one reading from each chapter, etc. 

They did the review sheets in class. That was my priority as I knew many of them wouldn’t do them for homework.
You can probably use the newer testing program to make these alternative tests. If I did them again, I’d set up the review tests to be machine-scored as much as possible. That way we wouldn’t have to spend too much class time reviewing answers (although it didn’t take long and the time spent was worth the immediate feedback) and I could have even run them during class while they were working on the worksheets. The machine also has the advantage of letting you know how many kids get a question wrong and some even tell you which wrong answer they chose.
I never made review sheets for chapters 10 since we’d just done it nor did I have chapter 11 since we never finished it! As for chapter 9, I was always going to “get around to it” for 2e but never did. They didn’t really need it anyway.

I did most of these before I knew how to use the column function so if you want to add words to the vocab, it’s going to be a pain the neck – just use the empty spaces -  (
